Project: Leonardo – Multilateral Projects.

Theme: new skills for new jobs (the precise title is not yet available).
Background: because of the technological innovation, of the competitiveness on global scale, of the increasing aging and of the continuous changes of the social structures, the skills required by workers and employers are in constant evolution. The creation of new job places in Europe – in line with the strategic objectives of “Lisbon 2010” – requires a joint effort of the Governments and social parties for continuous updating of the workers skills and qualifications. This approach should allow to obtain a better correspondence between available skills and needs of the employers. It is not sufficient, in fact, to have more skills but it is necessary to have the skills appropriate to the needs and exigencies of the labour market. 

Objectives and contents: the Project aims at creating new methodologies for the identification of the training needs of the potential workers at the scope to guarantee an efficient and effective matching between exigencies of the labour market and the “in training” persons. The Project provides for the realization of a research on the conditions and dynamics of the labour market of the involved States Partners to identify the job skills required. The core of this activity is the full involvement of the interested social parties: enterprises, associations and competent local authorities. The said subjects shall cooperate among them to identify the real needs of the labour market.

The Project provides for the realization of specific training courses aiming at support the young potential workers to identify so early the more useful skills for the labour market, also through the realization of work experiences in public bodies and/or enterprises.
Target groups: young people seeking their first job, enterprises, public authorities, no-profit organizations.
Minimum of the Partnership: at least 3 Partners from at least 3 States.
Maximum duration: 3 years.

Financial maximum: € 400.000.

UE co-funding: max 75% - max € 300.000.
Maximum self-funding: € 100.000.
Deadline: 26 February 2010.
